This term we are introducing a reading reward scheme.  Children will no longer be awarded 

Privilege points for their reading efforts at home as we have designed a scheme specifically 

for reading!  In order for the children to collect reading points they need to read at home 5 

times a week on 5 different days to collect 1 point.  As you read with the children please 

number the reads as you go – it makes it much quicker for us to check.  When a child has 

read 5 times, they need to tell a member of staff that they have achieved this and we will 

initial their reading record to show that the point has been awarded.  The awards will be 

presented in our celebration assembly on Friday.  

 

There will be a card per stage being worked on which will be kept in school by the class 

teacher. 

 

The awards are as follows: 

25 points – Certificate with book mark 

 

50 points - bronze book worm badge 

 

75 points – silver book worm badge 

 

100 points - gold book worm badge
