 The only jewellery allowed in school is one set of small stud earrings 
 School shoes must be worn – no trainers 
 Hair should be shoulder length or longer should be kept off the face by tying back. 

This is for your child’s safety and to keep head lice to a minimum.  
 The uniform policy also states that hair styles should be plain, a completely shaved 

head would be deemed unsuitable as would partially shaved heads, 
tramlines/designs. Hair should be no shorter than a no.2. No oversized bows or 
unnatural colours.  

Thank you for your co-operation with this; helping us to hold high expectations and take 
pride in our appearance. If on the odd occasion your child is not in their school uniform, 
please let the Admin Team know, then staff will not try to catch you on the playground after 
school.
